DET UPDATE
Key changes set out in the latest Operations Guide include:

T At this stage, while rates of community transmission are low, schools can cease daily temperature
checks-we will continue to take temperature checks of visitors to the school as a precaution.

1 All allied health professionals working with schools can now resume all usual school visits. This
includes allied health staff employed by the Department and those engaged by schools directly. There

is no longer a requirement to limit visits to one school per day. On-site visits must be undertaken in
accordance with the school s COVIDSafe plan and
face masks and practise hand hygiene.

1 To support contact tracing, schools must keep a record of all staff, students and visitors who attend
on site for more than 15 minutes. Schools must record the name, contact details, date, and time of
attendance at school, as well as the areas of the school that the person attended. We already do
this.

1 Excursions can resume across Victoria for all schools. There are no restrictions on travel between
metropolitan Melbourne and regional Victoria. There is no limit on group sizes, but excursions must
be conducted in line with any specific capacity limits on venues that are being used. Mixing between
students from different schools should be avoided. At this point in time, we have no plans for our
students to go on excursions.

1 School camps, including to attend remote campuses, can resume across Victoria for all schools.
There are no restrictions on travel between metropolitan Melbourne and regional Victoria. School
camps have already been cancelled for this year.

T Outdoor interschool sport can resume in both metropolitan Melbourne and regional Victoria in line
with community sport, with the following measures in place:

U spectators to be discouraged or to be within public gathering limits
U reinforce hand hygiene before, during and after

U attendance register maintained to support contact tracing

U no sharing of food (such as oranges at sport)

U cleaning and disinfection of communal facilities prior to and after an interschool sport
event (toilets and communal change rooms can open).

Graduations may go ahead with Year 6 students and staff, however parents/guardians cannot attend.

Year level assemblies can be held but no whole school assemblies. We will continue to host WebEx
Assemblies.
